Together with Fauna and Flora (F&F), SNV supports creating sustainable livelihoods for local communities and business opportunities to generate income and employment based on the sustainable management of natural resources.

The BLF-SNV-AFDC initiative supports marginalized communities around the National Protected Areas of Hin Nam No National Park and PLPK protection forest in Khamouane province and the Nam Kong-Xesu protection forest border area with Cambodia , Attapeu province. The project focuses on promoting the sustainable use of non-timber forest products (NTFPs) while enhancing livelihood opportunities, improving access and control over land and forest resources and development of sustainable agricultural value chains whilst protecting biodiversity. 

In Attapeu's Phouvong and Sanamxay districts, efforts focus on sustainable forest management of the Nam Kong Protection Forest, a biodiversity hot spot. Key threats include unsustainable NTFP (malva nut) harvesting, wildlife poaching, and deforestation and illegal logging. Villagers have identified three NTFP value chains and mixed farming systems for further development. Activities include farmer field school training extension around demo-plots. Forest mapping and inventory for village forest allocation and management contracts. Support household market linkages and micro and small enterprise development, and support zero deforestation value chains.
